Bay in California. It was established in 1917
as a maneuver area and field artillery target
range and was closed in September 1994, It
was named in honor of Major General Edward
Ord. a Union Army leader during the
American Civil War. Today it is the site of
California Sate University Monetery Bay and
Fort Ord Dunes State Park.

What were the two primary targets of a sharpshooter and why?

« Confederate officers: Wounding or killing an officer would break down the line of communication
between the officer and his men. The units would become disorganized without a leader.

« Confederate artillery personnel: The cannons could not be fired without adequate personnel.
Since the artillery could inflict the greatest damage upon Union troops, killing any Confederate
artillery personnel would delay return fire from their cannons.

« 101+ ways There were few hand-to-hand
bayonet fights in the Civil War, Bayonets
counted for less than 4 percent of battlefield
wounds. Bayonets made excellent tent
stakes and candleholders, and when a
charge petered out, they were useful for
digging a hole to hide in.
